At the end of the hunting season we were able to get a start at the large task of cutting back and clearing grounds. It has
been a considerable amount of time since the land has been cut back and after many hours of work the hunting grounds at
the club will be in good shape with improved cover.

We started by clearing and opening up the “pig farm” property moved next to the Ostrager fields and finished cutting the
heavy overgrowth at the skeet fields.

We next moved on with plowing and tilling areas that new cover crops will be planted, and we are near completion with that.

In late May it was discovered that the underground propane line developed a leak and after testing it indicated an
inground leak and we ended up having to dig a new trench, replace the gas line and restore the lawn with job completion
before June Ist.

This spring we had 4 large decaying trees near the clubhouse and pavilion cut and removed by Krause Tree Service. The wood
from the first 2 trees has been split and moved to the firewood storage area with the remaining 2 trees moved unsplit.

We will continue with maintenance mowing in hunting areas at the club throughout the summer and into the fall.

I would like to thank all the members who have stepped up to assist us with the ground’s improvements and with the
spring cleanup day.
